Install the adapter card into an open slot.  The 29160N has three SCSI connector ports on the card. The two top connectors are for internal hard drives.  If these connections are not being used, be sure to connect the LVD supplied ribbon cable with the termination card to the connector identified as LVD/SE Segment (furthest from the external port) to keep from getting termination errors.  Attach your external SCSI cable to the scanner and power up the scanner. The 29160LP does not need the internal cable.

To load the SCSI driver, follow the instructions in the Adaptec User’s Guide.  Typically, install the drivers from the CD and then update the driver from the Service Pack diskette.

Ensure you have loaded the ASPI files. This is available from the Adaptec web site.  Go to http://www.adaptec.com/worldwide/support/driverindex.jsp and then select SCSI Software.  Download the Windows ASPI drivers version v4.71.2 package. 

· For W2000, run aspiinst.exe.

· For XP read the Readme file and use the Install.bat plus parameter (INSTALL.BAT XP32).

· Reboot the PC after running the ASPI installation.
During booting up the PC after the drivers have been installed, you should be seeing the Adaptec SCSI Card 29160N  BIOS 3.0  information identified at the top and then the  Press <CTRL><A> for SCSISelect Utility!  Come up. 

Hold the Ctrl key and press A to enter the utility. The screen should show:
